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The parasol should be closed and the night cover fitted in windy
conditions and when not in use. Failure to do this may result in
damage to the parasol.
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Protective cover assembly:
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1. Assemble the 3 part fibleglass rods 2. Place cover over the parasol and
in sequence and insert into the slitin frame and zip down.

Information
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This parasol has UV50+ protection. What does that mean?
