Thank you for your purchase of this quality clock. Please read these instructions carefully and
keep in a safe place for future reference. Once you have inserted the battery the clock will
automatically set up and adjust af the change of summer/winter time.

Radio confrolled Technology

The radic confrolled mechanism fitted to your clock has a built in receiver which is tuned fo
the Nalional Physical Laberatery (NPL) radio signal, called MSF, which is fransmitted from the
Anthemn radio station in Cumbria. The MSF signal is broadcast on a frequency of é0khz and
carries a time and date code that radic controlled clocks use to set themselves fo the corect
time. The time signal received is controled by cesium atomic clocks and is accurate to within
one second every 1000 years.

Avtomatic set-up

* Insert 1 x AA Alkaline battery info the polarity (+) and (-] as indicated inside the battery
compartment,

* After a few moments the seconds hand will start to turn clockwise & stop at the 12 o'clock
position.

* Within 3 minutes the minute and hour hand will also move to the 12 o' clock position.

This indicates that the clock is in the receiving mode.

* The clock will receive the MSF signal and automaticaly set to the correct time.

Note: Be patient this can take a while. It is recommended that you leave the clock ovemight
for searching the time signal since the night fime cllows better fransmission of MSF signal
recepfion.

When the clock receives the signal, to maintain accuracy it will search for the signal at 1am,
3am, 5am, 1pm, 5prn and $pm.

Note: In Normal Status - If the clock does not receive the MSF Signal during initial set-up or at
the change of Summer/Winter time you can:
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1. Manual Set
* Push and hold the M-SET button and after a few seconds the hands on the clock will start to turn.
* Keep the button pressed until the comrect fime is displayed then release the button.

* The clock will now work as a guariz cleck untll it receives the signal from the transmitter.

2. RESET button - Push & hold for 3 seconds, the clock will reset, after a few moments the hands
wil move fo the 12 o' clock position & start the signal receiving mode again.

3. REC button - Push & hold for 3 secands the hands wil move to the 12 o' clock position and start
the receiving made. The clock will receive the MSF signal and automaticaly set to the comect
fime. Note: If the reception faiks, the hands wil meve fo the last time shown on the clock.

WHEN HANGING THE CLOCK PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING

Caution = Before drilling any holes in walls or other surfaces. check the location of any piping
or electrical cabling. - Ensure you check the wall and hanging hook or screw are appropriate
for the weight of the product.

- To hang the clock, insert the hanging hook or screw inte the hanging hole at the back of the
clock or hang the clock on the hook/screw from the rim of the case.
- If in doubt consult a professional frader person.

MSF reception difficulties

Like any receiver your clock needs a good signal to work properly. The main causes of
reception failure are...

* Atmospheric and localinterferences

* Interference from electrical equipment e.g. T.V, computers or radios within 2 meters of the
clock.

* Location of the clocks intermal receiver within the bullding.

* Reduced local signal due to steel framed structure,

* Reduced signal due fo interference preklems in your house er building.

* Outside the normal transmissicn radius.

The following suggestion may help improve recepfion of the MSF signal:

* Check that the battery is new and in good condifion.

* Check that the battery is inserted comrectly,

* Try rotating the clock as the infernal receiver that picks up the signal is most effective when
it is facing directly towards or away from Anthom,

*Try moving yeur clock fo a new lecation away from any electical equipment e.g. T.V,
computers or radios.

* Place the clock near a window or external wall.

* Remove the battery and insert the battery again after 5.30pm. Due to local interference
the signal is stronger between midnight and 5am.

Note: In weak signal conditions press the REC button to starf the receiving mede.

Interruption to the MSF signal

The Anthorn fransmitter is periodically shut down for scheduled maintenance resulting in no
signal being transmitted. For dates of the schedule maintenance visit:

CHANGING THE BATTERY

It is recommended that you replace the battery annually even if the preduct is still running.
Only use 1 X Aa [1.5V) Alkaline batteries in this clock. Remove the battery if the clock is stored
or not in use. Remove exhausted battery frem the product.

A soft cloth may be used te clean your cleck. Do net use any comrosive cleaner or chemical
solutions on the clock. Keep the clock clean and dry to aveid any problems
