4. Before connecting the iron to the power, check the voltage
shown on the appliance corresponds with the voltage for the
mains supply of the country you are in. If it doesn’t, contact
your local store.

5. To avoid fire, electric shock, or injury, never immerse the
iron, cord, or plug in water or liquid.
