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METAL CLEANING & MAINTENANCE
• ��Cleaning Regular cleaning is crucial to 

removing dirt, dust, and other contaminants 
that can accumulate on the furniture’s surface. 
Use a mild dish soap and warm water solution, 
applying it with a soft cloth or sponge. Avoid 
using abrasive cleaners or detergents, as they 
can damage the coating. 

• ��Drying After cleaning, it’s essential to dry the 
furniture thoroughly to prevent water spots 
and corrosion. Use a clean, dry cloth to wipe 
down the surface, paying attention to areas 
where water tends to collect.

• ��Rust Prevention Primer coating provides 
excellent corrosion resistance, but it’s not 
completely immune to rust. To prevent rust 
formation, inspect the furniture regularly for 
any scratches or cracks in the coating. If any 
are found, apply a small amount of touch-up 
paint specifically designed for coated metal 
surfaces.

• ��Touch-Up Painting Over time, the coating 
may experience wear and tear. To restore 
the furniture’s appearance and protect it 
from corrosion, touch-up painting may be 
necessary. Use a paint that matches the 
original coating and follow the manufacturer’s 
instructions carefully. 

• �Avoid Chemicals Harsh chemicals can damage 
the powder coating, causing discolouration 
or peeling. Avoid using cleaners containing 
chlorine, bleach, or strong acids. Do not use 
silicone based furniture polish.

• �Moving the Product When moving the 
product, never drag it across the floor, as this 
will cause damage to the joints and potentially 
the floor.

STORAGE

Winter Storage

During the colder months or periods of 
heavy rain, it’s best to store your furniture in 
a dry, sheltered area whenever possible.

To prevent 
this, periodically remove the cover and allow 
the furniture to breathe. This simple step 
helps maintain its appearance and longevity 
throughout the winter.

Summer Storage

To keep your furniture in top condition during 
the warmer months, protect it from prolonged 
sun exposure, extreme heat, and sudden 
weather changes. Use a waterproof and UV-
resistant cover that fits snugly and securely over 
the furniture. This helps prevent fading, warping, 
and other sun-related damage.
